Pfadt Race Engineering
C5/C6/C6 Z06 Coil Over
Installation Instructions

Your new Pfadt Coil Over kit has been set up at our factory so that you will not need to make changes to the
spring perches or the spring preload.

When the installation is complete, you will adjust the ride height by threading the shock body into or out of the
lower cup. You will not need to make any changes to the spring perches.

Front Installation:

Saf~ly lift the front of the car and support it with jack stands
Remove the front wheels.

Support the lower control arm with a jack and remove the 4 bolts holding the upper control arm to the frame
(note the location of any shims on the bolts). Repeat on the other side.
Remove the lower bolts from the factory shock absorbers.
From under the hood remove Coolant overflow tank (and windshield washer tank on a C5) to access the
upper shock mounting nuts. Remove the nuts.
Remove the factory shocks from both sides
Remove the caliper from the upright on one side and tie it off out of the way
Remove the lower sway bar link from the control arm on the same side
Remove the bolts and brackets that retain the spring to the subframe
Pivot the control arm down on the side that is free of if,s caliper and sway bar lin~, this will free the spring
enough to be removed.
Set the damping adjustment on top otthe shock based on our guide.
Assemble front coilovers using the diagram.on the next page
Install the front coil-overs and place the appropriate hardware above the frame section. Torque to 14
FT/LBS (you may have to torque the nuts when.the car is back on the ground).
Install the adjuster knob on top of the shock. This knob will make it easier to adjust the damping after the
install.

Re-install the upper control arms, caliper and sway bar link
Re-install the underhood components that were moved
Torque all components and re-install wheels
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
